Guide for installing ROKU Channel to your ROKU Device

Please follow below steps to install ROKU channel in your ROKU device via side-loading method

Note: This will remove any already installed side loaded channel. As at a time only ONE side loaded
channel can be installed as per ROKU.

Pre-requisites:
1. You should have channel package (<ChannelName>App_<Version>.zip provided by your service

provider.
2. You should have working and latest OS updated ROKU device

Stepl: Enable Developer Settings on a Roku device

Using your Roku remote, enter the following sequence:

AnR+00+ed0G+636 + 63

e HOME —Three times
e UP — Two times
e RIGHT —One time

o LEFT —One time

® RIGHT —One time

o LEFT —One time

® RIGHT —One time

Make sure you do this quickly and in above order.

This will open Developer Settings screen on your ROKU device.



Follow the steps provided in the following flow to enable Developer Settings:

ROKU Developer Settings

Save your Roku device URL

Once you begin this process, the dialog will prompt you to restart the device to continue to the process.

Make sure to save the Roku device URL! You will need this again during this initial setup.
After enabling the installer and then click “I Agree”

Enter username ‘rokudev’ and your ‘password’ in browser pop up.
